Monsignor Frank’s Message

Dear parishioners of St. Mary Star of the Sea and all visitors,

Fr. John most certainly enjoyed his time with you here in Gisborne and is
keen to return. So that is very good news. He appreciated your receptivity
to his teachings on Scripture and the warm-hearted welcome you gave
him. Sadly just as he was leaving, last Monday, word came through to him
of the death of his sister, Veronica Cuddy, in Christchurch. It was an
unexpected death. Veronica died of a stroke. We will remember Veronica
at Mass and pray for God's comfort to Fr. John and his family.

The highpoint of my holiday was the day I spent at Hiruharama
(Jerusalem) on the Whanganui River- the place made holy by the presence
there, for many years, of Venerable Mother Aubert and her founding in
that remote place of the Sisters of Compassion. I felt God's presence very
strongly. I went as a pilgrim and, I sense, gained a pilgrim's blessing.

I also attended a two day Meeting of the Priests of our Hamilton diocese
in Rotorua. Every priest in the diocese attended- a first time record! Over
the two days every priest had ten minutes to share with his brothers on
how the Covid-19 Lockdown had impacted itself upon him and his
ministry. No notes or recordings were taken. We just listened to each
other. I was in awe of the spirituality of many of my brother priests and
was deeply moved by what they shared. I spoke of my frustration with
myself for being such a dinosaur in IT matters. If ever the pandemic
returns, I hope that I will be better prepared to minister to you through the
live-streaming of Masses and Zoom conferences.

On Tuesday we had a Requiem Mass for Mr. Barry Allen. Barry was a
parishioner here in Gisborne for most of his life. He was the brother of
two very well-known parishioners, Margaret-Ann Smith and Judith
Lynch. For the last few years Barry had Holy Communion brought to him
by Peter Lynch, Liz McLeod and Fr. Jack. And now he is at peace.

Please remember him at prayer.
