In our Gospel today, many of Jesus’s disciples returned to their for-

mer way of life and no longer accompanied Him because they 

couldn’t accept what He told them about Himself. So, when Jesus 

asked his Apostles, “Do you also want to leave?” Simon Peter an-

swered Him, “ Master, to whom shall we go? You have the words of 

eternal life. We have come to believe and are convinced that you 

are the Holy One of God.” 

Peter is reminding us that, truly, we  have nowhere else to go in 

order to find deep meaning and lasting joy but back to the Lord. We 

may have lost direction in life, forgotten what is truly essential, and 

gone away from God, but we are reminded that only in the eternal 

God do our souls find rest. 

At times, I turn my back on God’s words every time I sin. Yet I ask 

myself, where else will I go from here? Where else will I ultimately 

end? 

The answer should always be God. The answer to our last stop to 

eternity is always Jesus. Like Simon Peter, you don’t need to wait 

for the last minute or for the last stop. 

Today, you can—and should– start eternity by choosing Jesus.
